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                                POLICY

4.21       EXTENDED SCHOOL YEAR 

It is the policy of the Franklin Northeast Supervisory Union, which includes the Bakersfield Town School District, to recognize that an extended school year may be necessary to meet the free appropriate public education needs of some special education students.  Accordingly, the District will consider all applications for an extended school year, utilizing the following criteria.

1.
REQUEST:  A request for extended school year will be considered by a student's IEP Team at a duly noticed IEP meeting.

2.
ELIGIBILITY:  To be eligible for extended school year, the Team must make the following findings:

a.
The student is eligible for special



education as determined by the 



Education Planning Team.

b.
A summer break without appropriate special education services is likely to cause the student to suffer severe regression.  This regression, if any,  will be determined through test results from previous June and September testing.


In reaching its decision, the Team will consider evidence of current classroom performance; attendance; homework; anecdotal records of behavioral success or failure in specific work areas; parental and faculty comments about the student's performance, attitude and commitment; the most recent evaluation documentation; the extent to which the student maintained skills over the prior summer as measured by pre and post testing where available; additional testing as the Team may determine and any other source of information available to it, including but not limited to, predictive data based upon opinions of professionals in consultation with the child's parents as well as circumstantial considerations of the child's individual situation at home and in their neighborhood and community.
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3.
DETERMINATION:  Upon reaching a determination, the Team will prepare a report describing the support data, criteria used to reach a decision, alternatives considered and the reasons why such alternatives were rejected and their decision.  The report, together with a copy of procedural rights which emphasize the availability of a due process hearing if a parent disagrees with the report, will be provided to parents.

4.
IEP:  If the IEP Team determines that an extended school year will be appropriate, the student's IEP will be amended to reflect the goals and objectives of the extended school year program as well as the placement which will be made in the least restrictive environment.  

5.
ELIGIBILITY:  When a determination is reached that an extended school year is not appropriate, the Team will make available to the parents, in addition to the report above mentioned, any information which will assist them in securing summer services from tutors or other resources.  This will include reasonable efforts to coordinate materials with the tutor or the facility chosen.

6.
TRANSPORTATION:  The District's regular transportation policies will apply unless the Team determines, pursuant to those policies, that special circumstances require consideration of transportation needs.  In this event, special transportation needs will be accommodated as part of the IEP.

7.
At the beginning of the subsequent school year, the Team will collect all data available which relates to the student's extended school year activities and incorporate said data in the student's special education file.  The Team will consider said data in making IEP decisions for the school year.
