CHILD FIND POLICY

The Franklin Northeast Supervisory Union and its member districts shall provide an ongoing system to locate and identify children with disabilities, ages three through twenty-one years, who are residents of the union.  The purpose of the system shall be to identify and evaluate all children with disabilities who may need special education services (Vermont Department of Education - Special Education Regulations 2360.3).

The child find program shall be comprised of, but not limited to:  public awareness (annual public notice as required in Vermont Rule, Vermont Department of Education - Special Education Regulations 2360.4 c), utilization of Educational Support System at each school, and periodic screening of all children birth to age twenty-one residing in the Franklin Northeast Supervisory Union.
