                5.1          POLICY ON LOCKERS

                The  Bakersfield Town School District recognizes its responsibility to create a climate in the schools which assures the safety and welfare of all students and school personnel.  School authorities may search a student locker to search for and seize any illegal or contraband materials or other items which may endanger the health, welfare or safety of the students or school personnel.  School lockers belong to the School District.  Therefore, the lock, the locker and the student's property in the locker are subject to periodic administrative searches and the School District reserves the authority to search lockers without the consent of the student if necessary to assure the safety and welfare of the school.  Students therefore should have no expectation of privacy of the contents in their locker.

                         STUDENT LOCKER ASSIGNMENT FORM
                The undersigned student and parent/guardian request

                that the student be assigned a school locker at

                Bakersfield School.  We understand and agree that

                the locker is the property of the school and is

                assigned to the student only upon the student's

                agreement to the following terms and conditions:

                1.  The student is responsible for all property placed

                     in the locker.  The locker shall be used only for

                     storage of such property as is reasonably

                     necessary for the student's school activities such

                     as school books, school projects, gym clothes,

                     etc.

                2.  No weapon is permitted to be stored in the locker

                     nor to be brought on to the school grounds.  No

                     alcoholic beverages or drugs not prescribed by a

                     physician nor any other contraband is permitted to

                     be stored in the locker and is not permitted on

            
the school grounds.
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                3.  The student shall leave with the Principal of the

                     school the combination of the student's lock or a

                     key which will open the locker before the

                     assignment of the locker is effective.  If the

                     student changes the lock, it must be with the

                     permission of the Principal at which time the

                     student will list the new combination of the lock

                     or provide a key to the Principal.  In the event

                     the student fails to leave the correct combination

                     or key with the Principal, than this default shall

                     constitute permission for the Principal or his/her

                     authorized representative to break the lock, open

                     the locker and remove its contents for safe

                     keeping.  Any violation of the rules involving

                     locker assignment will result in the termination

                     of this locker privilege.

                4.  In addition to the items which are prohibited as

                     set forth above, the school authorities may open

                     and remove from the locker any item which may

                     endanger the health, safety or welfare of the

                     students or school personnel.  In the case of

                     illegal items stored in the locker, the items may

                     be used as evidence by school authorities in a

                     disciplinary proceeding brought against the

                     student or in any court proceeding involving the

                     student.

                     PARENT/GUARDIAN GRANT PERMISSION TO SCHOOL

                     AT ANY TIME AND TO REMOVE UNAUTHORIZED ARTICLES

                     DESCRIBED ABOVE OR ANY OTHER ITEMS WHICH MAY

                     ENDANGER THE HEALTH, WELFARE OR SAFETY OF THE

                     STUDENT OR SCHOOL PERSONNEL.
