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       1.15                    TRANSPORTATION POLICY

Transportation may be provided to pupils in Grades 1-12* as in the opinion of the School Directors is reasonable and necessary for the students to attend school.  In each instance where a student lives off the regular route, the Directors will consider the cases, taking into account the safety of the children on the bus.  Conditions such as a place for the bus to turn around and safety of the road will be considered.

Pupils residing in the Town of Berkshire who, for reasons of health, need transportation not included in regular routes will be provided it under the following conditions:

1.  A request is sent by the parents or guardian to the Principal of the school indicating the reasons for special transportation of their child.

2.  A written statement by a doctor is included with the request, indicating that in his or her opinion transportation is needed for the health of the child.

3.  Any special cases will be brought to the attention of the Board 

     by the Principal for a decision, at a regular or special meeting.

Bus Routes and Schedules

The School Board is responsible for the transportation routes.  The routes are subject to review with the advice of the administrators and bus drivers.

* Half-day kindergarten students will be provided with one-way transportation only.  Morning students will be transported to school; afternoon session will be transported home.  Pick-up and drop-off points will be determined in accordance with this policy.
