8.0
FOREIGN STUDENT EXCHANGE PROGRAM

Richford Town School District supports the philosophy and principles of approved student exchange programs and appreciates the mutual benefits derived from hosting foreign students through these programs.

Richford Town School District recognizes the following organizations for the placement of foreign exchange students:


AFS International/Intercultural Programs


American Institute for Foreign Study


Educational Foundation for Foreign Study

Each year, an updated list from the Principals' Association is retrieved through the guidance office to determine if the high school should continue to recognize them as exclusive agents for the school.

Allocations of placements will be no more than three students per year.

The school must be notified by August 1 of attendance of any exchange student.

Richford Town School District reserves the right to hold open a placement beyond the deadline to accommodate unusual circumstances.

Richford Town School District reserves the right to be sole judge of the suitability of each educational placement.  In order for a student to receive a Richford High School diploma, all Vermont State minimum requirements must be met.

Special consideration will be given to the attainment of the widest possible representation of countries.

The high school Principal will be responsible for recommending all foreign student placements to the Richford School Board for a tuition waiver.
